Dear Friends, 
 

   Last Sundayôs Scripture readings told us about 

the call of Samuel and the call of John the Bap-

tistôs disciples.  Samuel heard the call of God 

and became a prophet of the Lord.  Andrew 

heard Jesusô call, believed in him as Messiah 

and brought his brother Peter to Jesus.  This 

Sundayôs Gospel reading tells us about Jesus 

calling His first Apostles, Simon and his brother 

Andrew, James and his brother John.  They 

heard Jesusô call and followed Him who made 

them ñfishers of men.ò 

   By baptism we are called to share the same 

general vocation, which is to know God and to 

make God known; to love God and to make 

God loved; to serve God and bring others to 

serve God.  But we also believe that everyone 

has a special, private, unique, individual and 

personal vocation as well.  We believe that God 

has a special plan, role, place and purpose for 

each of us, just as he had for Peter and Andrew, 

James and John. . . . 

   We can do many things in responding to 

Godôs call during this month of January, the 

Month of Respect for Life and the month we 

pray for Christian Unity. 

   Annually, in communion with the Church in 

America, this month, our faith community prays 

for Life.  This year marked the 45th anniversary 

of the US Supreme Courtôs 1973 Roe v. Wade 

and Wade v. Bolton decisions legalizing abor-

tion throughout the nine months of pregnancy.  

According to the website of the United States 

Conference of Catholic Bishops, since those de-

cisions, over 58 million abortions have been 

performed legally in the United States.  Our pa-

rishioners, gathering with the people in Fort 

Madison and surrounding area, made a March 

for Life this past Saturday.  In doing so, we 

have joined over 20,000 pilgrims from around 

the nation gathering on January 18-19 at the 

Washington DC March and the Basilica of the 

National Shrine of the Immaculate Conception.   

 

 

     As Jesusô disciples, we are to be advocates 

and promoters of human life from conception to 

natural death.  Let us keep educating ourselves 

on the subject, working and praying for the hu-

man life and the pro-life movement. 

   Secondly, every year from January 18th-25th, 

the Church invites her sons and daughters to pray 

for the unity of those who believe in Jesus Christ. 

The theme for the 2018 Week of Prayer for 

Christian Unity, "Your Right Hand, O Lord, Glo-

rious in Power," is taken from the book of Exo-

dus 15:6. (Copyrights @2018 Franciscan Friars 

of the Atonement).  The Week of Prayer for 

Christian Unity has a history of over 100 years, 

in which Christians around the world have taken 

part in praying for visible Christian unity.  By 

annually observing this, Christians move toward 

the fulfillment of Jesus' prayer at the Last Supper 

"that they all may be one."  (John 17:21). 

   May the Lord bless us and make us His instru-

ments in promoting human life and the unity 

among our Christian brothers and sisters.

WINTER AND ILLNESS ARE UPON US! 
     The ñfluò is widespread in Iowa, with some com-

munities reporting an increase in hospitalizations ï 

especially among the elderly. This yearôs flu vaccine 

is less effective against the most common strain in 

Iowa (A:H3N2). At the same time, outpatient visits 

for influenza-like illnesses were beginning to level 

off or even decline (ñmoderateò 2 weeks ago, ñlowò 1 

week ago); data from this current week is not yet 

available. 

     The most important preventative measures include 

vaccination, cough hygiene (covering appropriately), 

and good handwashing. Pastors should remind their 

congregants to stay home if they are ill. If they do 

come to Mass, those who are ill should refrain from 

shaking hands or sharing in the chalice. Likewise, 

those who are prone to infections (for example those 

who are older or are taking medications that suppress 

the immune system, or are pregnant) should also re-

frain from shaking hands or sharing the chalice. The 

sign of peace does not require the shaking of hands; 

parishioners may acknowledge each other with a 

smile or bow. Sacristans and others should be atten-

tive to carefully washing the Mass vessels with soap 

and hot water after every Mass. Attention should be 

paid to cleaning surfaces, such as pews and door-

knobs/handles.  Again, there is nothing here that 

should not be part of good practice anyway. Please 

make sure that all STEP ONE interventions are in 

place, such as having hand sanitizer and tissues avail-

able; the policy also includes signage that you might 

find helpful. 

     In those communities that are being especially 

hard hit with the flu (school closures or significant 

absenteeism, hospitals crowded with patients with the 

flu, etc.), pastors may temporarily suspend the distri-

bution of communion under both species. The hand-

shake for the sign of peace may also be temporarily 

suspended if needed (as noted above, the sign itself 

can still be shared in other ways).  Please note that 

communion on the tongue (rather than on the hand) is 

more likely to spread infection. While not forbidding 

that practice at this point, it ought to be discouraged. 

     If the weather is bad, please use discretion in at-

tending Mass.  While we are obligated to attend Mass 

every Sunday, we need to be careful due to snow, ice 

and illness when deciding to attend Mass.  Please 

donôt risk your health or safety if these are concerns 

for you.
