THE PRESENTATION OF THE LORD 
     From the National Catho-

lic Register:  ñLater this 

week the Church celebrates 

the Presentation of the Lord.  

It's a feast that happens eve-

ry year on February 2nd.  

We read about the presenta-

tion of the Lord in Luke 2.   

      [22] óAnd when the time 

came for their purification 

according to the law of Mo-

ses, they brought him up to 

Jerusalem to present him to the Lord [23] (as it is 

written in the law of the Lord, "Every male that 

opens the womb shall be called holy to the 

Lord") [24] and to offer a sacrifice according to 

what is said in the law of the Lord, "a pair of tur-

tledoves, or two young pigeons."ô 

    The first thing to note is that Luke is not talk-

ing about the time of Jesus' circumcision. That 

occurred on the eighth day after his birth.  Luke 

has already talked about that and is now refer-

ring to a later time, he's talking about the fortieth 

day after Christ's birth.  We know that because  

he quotes from Leviticus 12:8 ("a pair of turtle-

doves, or two young pigeons"), which refers to 

the purification ritual that a Jewish mother need-

ed to perform to become ritually clean again af-

ter childbirth. 

     Luke also quotes Exodus 13:2, which deals 

with the redemption of firstborn males.  The idea 

behind this ritual was that every male firstborn--

whether human or animal--is holy to God, the 

same way that the first fruits of a crop were holy 

to God. 

     While it may have been possible for a boy to 

be redeemed anywhere, it was natural for this to 

be done at the temple, and we know--in fact--that 

there was a tradition of doing so.  We read about 

that in Nehemiah 10:35-36, where the people 

took an oath, saying óWe obligate ourselves . . 

. to bring to the house of our God, to the priests 

who minister in the house of our God, the first-

born of our sons and of our cattle, as it is written 

in the law.ô
